Makebib bringing pastoral training  
to different areas of Ethiopia: continuing education for district 
leaders, participants’ food and transportation for seminars and 
the overall organizing from Addis Ababa. 

• ministry to street children carried on through the Megananga 
church in Addis. It includes Saturday programing, assisting  
participants to enroll in and continue in school, and some feed-
ing.

Missions and the Free Meth-
odist Church in Southern  
California. The first Free Meth-
odist Church service was held 
in May 1999. On March 9, 
2012, the Ethiopia FMC gained 
provisional annual conference 
status. 
  

Present Ministries 
The Ethiopian FMC has stepped up its church-planting efforts and 
seen a more rapid increase of new churches and training programs 
to multiply church planters and pastors. Outreach ministries include 
International Child Care Ministries (ICCM) schools and a feeding and 
study program. The superintendent has a vision for a ministry cen-
ter in Addis Ababa to generate income for further church-planting 
efforts.
